MAP Testing-MIDDLE SCHOOL (6th Grade) <Information Only>

This test is designed to give you and the school an idea of where each student is performing, in reading and math, compared to other high performing students in the country. The information collected is used to help us set growth goals for your student for the school year. Students will take the MAP test in the Winter and Spring as well, to monitor progress. We will send home your student’s scores, as well as a guide for reading the report when the results are available. Please make sure your students are getting plenty of rest next week and are prepared to be focused for these tests.
